 Governor visit to monitor impact of nurture group on emotional well being  

 Feedback from all parents about helping their child’s learning at home

Nurture Group provision  6 children benefit from group and show increased 

emotional awareness. 

Resource packs for learning at home – 

reading and PSED  

Packs distributed to children for use at home 

Free book bags and gift books for children 

increased interest in books and reading at home 

Lunch club offer Good attendance. Children’s social and emotional 

well-being is supported. Support for parent well-

being.
